SSS Objectives

The purpose of SSS is to increase the number of SSS eligible students who graduate
from college. The SSS program at The College of St. Scholastica has set the following
retention, graduation and academic progress objectives in efforts to help meet this
purpose.

Retention: 67% of SSS participants will be retained (or will have graduated) each year
at The College of St. Scholastica.

Graduation: 50% of each SSS cohort will graduate within 6 years from The College of
St. Scholastica.

Academic Progress: 76% of SSS participants will remain in good standing at The
College of St. Scholastica.
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
