Barnum uses the contrast 
of light and dark in both the text and the texture to portray a multi-
faceted love. 

A Maiden is in a Ring - Hugo Alfven (1872-1960) 
This Swedish folk tune tells a light-hearted tale about the 

fickleness of young love. The harmony of this piece warns of the 
craziness that will ensue, and the memorable dancing melody is 
sung by each voice part conveying a different character and mood 

for each verse.
